1. The pieced middle borders are made with half-
square triangles (HHST). Use your favorite method to
make HST that finish 212", or follow these directions.
Fabric squares cut 3%2” will be trimmed after stitch-
ing. Cut the squares 33%" if you do not wish to trim
later. Draw a diagonal line on the wrong side of the
Fabric S squares. With right sides together, position
the marked square on top of a colored square. Stitch
4" on each side of the diagonal line (Diagram 1). Cut
apart on the drawn line. Press the seam allowance
toward the darker fabric. Make a total of 126 HST.
Trim each square to 3” if needed. Set aside for Step 4.

3%" (or 33%')

colored patches and Fabric A patches in diagonal
rows on a large flat surface or design wall. We
suggest that you begin at the top left corner, and
work on two adjacent rows at a time to avoid con-
fusion. Stand back to be certain that the fabrics
are placed correctly. Once you are satisfied, join
the patches into two rows. Join these two rows

to make a “double” row. Add a Fabric A quar-
ter-square triangle at each end. Place the double
row back on the design wall.

Note: The top double rows and the bottom double
rows are pieced the same (different fabrics, of
course), and the bottom section is simply rotated
to make the design. Make 7 double rows for the
top and 7 double rows for the bottom. For the

center three rows, sew assembled strips together
as shown. Join the double rows into sections, and
then join the sections to make the quilt. It should
measure 64%" x 81%" (raw edge to raw edge).
Trim edges of quilt if needed, leaving %" seam
allowances all around.
